POSTER SESSION GUIDELINES:

At least one of the authors must be present during the assigned time to answer questions and discuss the contents of the display with conference attendees  

Poster presentations can introduce unique collections or services, discuss a problem and the research, action, or methodology used to solve that problem, or outline findings of research or study  

Displays should be visually appealing (charts, photographs, diagrams, graphics, illustrations, etc.) and should also clearly state the purpose of the display  

Tables will be provided for handouts or other supplementary materials (no duplication services will be provided) and a sign-up sheet to record names and addresses of attendees who would like additional information.

Presenters must bring their own materials to mount their displays or have their displays already mounted on their own poster board. Tri-Fold corrugated poster boards (available at most hobby stores) work best.  Easels will NOT be provided.  

There are a limited number of electrical outlets available; but presenters should plan to bring fully charged batteries for laptops!
